What makes this a hit amongst the 
locals could be due to it’s smooth 
and creamy texture, which is more 
enjoyable when taken hot. They add 
granulated sugar into the soy milk, so 
remember to stir well. And what goes 
best with soy milk? It’s none other 
than Youtiao! Even after being left 
out for awhile, the fried dough stick 
remains crispy. It boasts an airy inside, 
which nicely absorbs the soy milk. It 
sure qualifies as comfort breakfast 
food.
